NOTICES OF MOTION AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Notices of Motion

Motion 1.


That all league matches are finished in full before all Senior Championship games commence.

 

Motion 2.

That all Senior games, Semi-Finals and Finals in both League or Championship, are played on a fully enclosed pitch for the safety of all match officials, players and mentors.

 

Motion 3.

That all Senior games, Semi-Finals & Finals in both League or Championship, have neutral officials; Referees, Umpires, Linesmen, Lineswoman; to be provided by the Referee or Clubs that are not involved or by the Dublin Co. Board for the participating teams in the finals on the day.

 

Motion 4.

Junior competitions should remain as 13-a-side competitions.  However, where both teams agree prior to the commencement of any match, the match may be played as a 15-a-side match.  The referee must be notified prior to the commencement of a match of a decision to play 15-a-side.  Where a match is played on a 13-a-side basis then a team must have a minimum of 9 registered players in the starting line up and where a match is played on a 15-a-side basis a team must have 11 registered players in their starting line up.

 

Motion 5.

All teams are permitted to move matches back up to 7 days if both teams are in agreement. If teams cannot agree alternative time the official time per fixture will stand.

Motion 6.

That the County Board for 2010 seeks to arrange all even age groups games (i.e. U.11, 13, 15) on one day (Sat. or Sun.) and all uneven age groups (U.10, 12, 14, 16) on the other day (Sat. or Sun).  that the County Board opens discussions as soon as possible in advance of 2010 with Ladies Football organisers so that their games are arranged on the opposite day e.g. U.14 Camogie Saturday. U.14 Football Sunday. U.13 Camogie Sunday, U.13. Football Saturday.

That in relation to the latter stages of the Juvenile Championships, the Dublin Minor Camogie Board appoint experienced, adult referees to officiate at the matches.

Motion 8.

That in relation to the under 11 League, the Dublin Minor Camogie Board liaise with its counterpart in Ladies Football with a view to avoiding clashes of fixtures on Saturdays


Motion 9.

That, in relation to Juvenile Championships, the Dublin Minor Camogie Board liaise with its counterpart in Ladies Football with a view to fixing Camogie & Football Championship matches on alternate weekends.

Bye Law 23

(h) Where a club has more than one team registered in the same grade in the same year, players can only play with the team they are registered with.  This applies to league and championship matches that are fixed for that year.

(h) Where a club has more than one team registered in the same grade in the same year, the club may revise their panels after completion of the last league game before the summer break, and submit the revised panels to the board no later than 14 days prior to the beginning of the championship.

Recommendations

1. That a Dublin referee should be given the honour of refereeing the Dublin senior Camogie Final.

2. That Dublin County Board asks National Feile organisers to allow the Dublin Division 2 and 3 Feile winners to take part in the National Feile Finals, similar to what happens in hurling.


3. That, where clubs have 2 teams in same age group they would be allowed to revise their panel for league and championship

4. That on an experimental basis for 1 year, the format of Under 13 competitions, in all divisions, be restructured as follows: 

League: 
League is divided into two stages.

Stage 1 – begins mid February, as normal, and all teams play one round only. Based on points accumulated, each division is divided into two sections, A & B. 


Stage 2 – With points carrying over from stage 1, teams within each section play each other accumulating further points.


Home and away rule to be observed progressing from stage 1 into stage 2.

6. That a line of communication be developed between management of development panels and clubs to identify and agree dates of development panel training and matches.


7. This motion recommends that the county board management committee should organize the under 11 and under 12 leagues in order that one weekend in four is free to play back matches and challenge matches or leagues


8. This motion recommends that the county board management committee should ensure that league matches at Under 11 are only 25 minutes a side.

9. We urge the match-scheduling committee to have due regard to those Camogie players of secondary school age (ie. U13 and upwards), who also have schools hockey commitments on Saturday mornings, to schedule Camogie matches for those age groups affected from 2 p.m. onwards on Saturday afternoons, if at all possible, and for girls playing up to U12, that their matches be scheduled to take place on Saturday mornings, as they have no school commitments on Saturday mornings (except around First Holy Communion and Confirmation times).

10. We would like the Minor Camogie Board member with the responsibility for organising the fixture schedule for 2010 to make early contact with their counterparts in Ladies Football Board to build on the progress made in 2009 in co-ordinating the football fixtures so that there are no fixtures scheduled on the same day for both codes at all juvenile levels.  This will protect the welfare of the juvenile and allow players to play both codes more successfully.

11.  With regard to U11 league structure we wish to propose that we revert to straight divisions as opposed to the “two team“/” one team” section.  Re-introducing the straight divisions would mean that all players play a similar amount of matches.

12. We would like that the option of using 13 aside is available from U12 – U16 level, if numbers are limited in both league and championship competition only, however if teams have 15 players they should play 15 aside and not play 13 aside with 2 subs, if the team with the bare minimum of players loses a player to injury, then the opponent should then take a player off the pitch to ensure numerically even teams.

13. That the minor board undertakes to issue guidelines on the structure, management, and formation, of county, development/ academy panels. These guidelines to be reviewed/undertaken by all new incoming management teams.

14. With the growth of Camogie we would like to ask if a separate championship can be instigated for Junior A and Junior B as opposed to a combined championship.

15. With regard to adult Junior competition we would ask that the option of playing 13 aside or 15 aside players is available at Championship.

16. We support the introduction of minor/U18 competition as a pilot project for 2010/2011.

17. That the Dublin Co. Board request the use of Parnell Park or O'Toole Park for all County Finals. If this request is unsuccessful, Dublin clubs that have an enclosed pitch or pitches be contacted well in advance for the use of their grounds for finals, regardless of who the teams are that are participating in the finals on the day.

18. That an Under 8 league be established, on the same basis as the Under 9 league, to take advantage of the increased number of players participating in club nurseries and blitzes. It would be suggested that it be run on the same day as Under 10 leagues, in order to avoid conflict with Under 9 leagues where many girls ‘play up’. 

19.  That, as discussed during the year, Under 11 matches be switched from Saturday mornings to Sunday mornings, in order to avoid the clash with Ladies’ Football.

20. That the Championship schedule remains unchanged from the League schedule, with the possible exception of the finals themselves. Again, a number of clashes arose due to our changing the time of our matches for some league fixtures to another day for championship.

21. That an Under 18 league be introduced next year on a trial basis, with a review at the end of the year. Following a meeting with this year’s Under 16 club managers, the following was discussed and proposed:

· That the season run for a six week period in Feb/Mar (league) and a six week period in Oct/Nov (championship). Matches could be run on a Sunday morning so as not to clash with adult fixtures.
· There are currently 17 U16 teams in Dublin, which would suggest that we more than have enough players/clubs involved to make an Under 18 league work. Our priority should be keeping as many girls playing as possible, as opposed to pushing the better players up onto adult teams while allowing the weaker players to fall away. 

· Such a league would strengthen Dublin Camogie in the long term; there is a large fall-off in numbers between Under 16 and Adult level, with many players giving reasons such as being split from their friends, not getting a regular game at Adult level, finding Adult camogie too tough or rough, as their reasons for quitting. 
· Players would have a further two years at juvenile level to mature emotionally and physically before graduating to adult camogie. By keeping teams together for a further two years, it would hopefully keep all the players interested in camogie for longer. 

· By calling it an Under 18 league as opposed to Minor, players would not be limited to two year’s playing time. This could help clubs who may use Under 16 players to field a team. 

· Players could still ‘sub up’ onto adult teams if required to do so, while still being registered as juvenile players, so this should not impact negatively on adult camogie.

· The season would stop before Leaving Cert exams so as not to interfere with girls sitting exams that year. 

· The possibility of ‘regional teams’ could be looked at for clubs with a small number of eligible girls.
